Introduction
Boards, Commissions, and Like Entities

Report to the Legislature

Louisiana Revised Statute (LSA-R.S.) 24:513,2(E) requires the legislative auditor
to annually submit to the legislature a report including summary financial and
personnel information on all boards, commissions, and like entities created by law or
executive order, and to report findings and recommendations resulting from any
analysis of the information. Based on our analysis, we submit the following
information and recommendations:

• We identified 441 boards, commissions, and like entities created by existing law or
executive order. Excluding 33 pre-existing port commissions and harbor districts
that are included in that number, this represents a net increase of 12,2 per cent over
the number of such entities that were reported as of January 1, 1993.

• Twenty-four boards, commissions, and like entities that were created during 1992
or earlier have never been fully organized or have been inactive for two or more
years. We recommend that these entities be abolished.

• We were unable to determine the status of 20 boards, commissions, and like entities
that have not responded to our requests for two or more years. We have not
received any indication that these entities are fulfilling their established functions.
We recommend that these entities be abolished.

• We identified one licensing board with insufficient resources to provide for an
accounting function or periodic audits. We recommend this entity be abolished.

• We identified one entity for which state law requires that a governing board of
commissioners be appointed by the governor. In reality, an executive director is
appointed by the governor and confirmed by the senate, there being no governing
board. We recommend amending the legislation to delete the provision relating to a
governing board and to provide for the executive director's appointment.

• We were unable to determine the status of 29 boards, commissions, and like entities
that did not respond to our request this year. The Louisiana Legislature and the
Louisiana Governor should consider the effectiveness of these entities.

• We identified three entities that were transferred to state departments as licensing
agencies. These entities do not perform licensing functions. We recommend
amending the legislation to organizationally place these entities using another
provision of law.

Louisiana Revised Statute (LSA-R.S.) 24:513.2(E) requires the
legislative auditor to submit annually to the legislature a report

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Growth of Entities This report includes 441 boards, commissions, and like entities,
including 33 port commissions and harbor districts that were
omitted from our prior reports. Our 1993 and 1992 reports in-
cluded 360 and 338 such entities, respectively. These comparisons
reflect a steady increase in the growth of boards, commissions, and
like entities.

The recommendations included in this report are intended to
control this growth.

Organization of
the Report

Pursuant to the LSA-R.S. 24:513.2(E), we have prepared this
report. This introduction summarizes information about, and
includes specific recommendations for, certain boards, commis-
sions, and like entities. Various listings of such entities are
presented in this section and the listings include references to the
pages in the report which more fully describe the entities.

Information Requested

Within the report, the boards, commissions, and like entities are
grouped into five categories: (1) licensing agencies; (2) port
commissions and harbor district; (3) levee districts; (4) other
boards, commissions, and like entities; and (5) budget units. The
entities are arranged alphabetically within each category and an
alphabetical index is included on pages F-l through F-14 of this
report.

LSA-R.S. 24:513.2(F) directs all agencies, boards, commissions,
and departments of the state and its political subdivisions to furnish
information and reports as requested by the legislative auditor to
fulfill his responsibilities. LSA-R.S, 39:1335 requires licensing
agencies to submit information on forms that were developed
jointly by the legislative auditor and the legislative fiscal office and
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approved by the Joint Legislative Committee on the Budget. The
information required by licensing agency forms includes summary
and detailed information pertaining to actual and budgeted revenues
by source, expenditures by category, and fond balances; the number
of classified and unclassified personnel; performance indicators; and
certain general information pertaining to the board and its authority
and functions.

All other boards, commissions, and like entities, except budget
units, were requested to complete and submit similar forms, except
that the financial and budget information was requested in summary
form only and information pertaining to performance indicators was
not requested. Budget units and entities that did not receive or
expend funds, although member travel and per diem may have been
paid through another entity, were requested to complete and submit
forms to provide general information pertaining to the entity, its
members, and its authority and functions.

Incomplete Responses In some instances, the submitted information was incomplete; in
these instances, we have indicated that the information was not
provided. Some licensing agencies either did not respond to our
request or did not complete the performance indicator form. In
these instances, we have used the notation "ukn" to indicate that the
number of licenses issued, examinations taken, and/or enforcement
actions opened, closed, and/or pending is unknown.

No Response Received Some boards, commissions, and like entities did not respond to our
request for financial information and personnel data. In these
instances, we have provided general information about the entities
and indicated that the specific information which we requested is
unknown.

New Entities This report includes basic information about those boards, com-
missions, and like entities that were created by law or executive
order during 1993, and which were not fully organized at the time
the financial and personnel information was requested.

Information Unaudited Information included in this report was provided by the boards,
commissions, and like entities; it has not been audited by this office,
and, accordingly, we express no opinion on the information. We
did correct obvious errors in the submitted information.
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Inactive Entities Responses to our request for financial information and personnel
data from the following 24 boards, commissions, and tike entities
revealed that the entities were not fully organized, that members
had never been appointed, or that they had been inactive for two or
more years.

Certain factors, such as the inability to generate adequate revenues,
cause concern that an entity may require assistance from outside
sources to continue the purposes for which it was established.
Based on the information provided and other information available
to us, we conclude that the Certified Stress Analysts Board (page
A-36) does not have sufficient resources to provide for an
accounting function or a periodic audit, causing us to question the
entity's viability.

We recommend that the board be abolished.

Absence of a
Governing Board

The statute creating the Offshore Terminal Authority (page E-105)
provides for a governing board of commissioners to be appointed
by the governor. Responses to our request for information about
the board confirmed that there are no appointments made to a
board of commissioners; rather, an executive director is appointed
by the governor and confirmed by the senate.

We recommend amending the legislation to remove the provision
for a board of commissioners and to provide for the appointment of
the executive director.
